Please note that if you arrive after 5:00 pm, you will automatically be added to the end of the line. The parade route is
about 1.75 miles long. It starts at the Transfer Station, goes to Hillside Cemetery on Goddard Road, and loops around
the Cemetery. Once all parade participants are in the Cemetery, the parade will return to the Transfer Station.
